The Sure Start Unit is currently consulting on two aspects of childcare regulations: how childcare provision
in schools will be regulated and inspected; and proposed minor changes to the national standards for
under 8s childcare.

The draft day care in school regulations will extend the requirements of Part XA of the Children Act 1989 to
childcare facilities provided directly by schools. Maintained and independent schools are currently exempt
from this provision of the Act, which requires other day care providers to be registered with and inspected
by Ofsted, to ensure compliance with the national standards for under 8s. The proposed date for the
regulations coming into force is September 2003.

Views on the proposed changes are being sought from schools, particularly such schools that have set up
childcare facilities since September 2002 under the extended schools initiative. The full consultation
documents can be assessed through the DfES website http://www.dfes.gov.uk/consultations2/13/ and
limited copies are available from DfES publications by telephoning 0845 602 2260.

The Reading and Writing Challenges are part of the Intervention Toolkit and are specifically designed to
support individual coaching of pupils in Y7 and Y8. They follow a sequential process of assessment,
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target setting, coaching focused on the target and, finally, progress review. The frequency and length of
this coaching can be decided by individual schools.

The organising teacher should attend a training day, run by the LEA and then provides a half-day session
for their coaches. Each scheme contains all of the material needed to prepare for and run the coaching
sessions in the following form:

¢ A handbook for school organisers, which contains all the information and copiable materials needed
by the teacher organising the scheme in school; it is also used as the course handbook for the
training.

e A video which will be used at the LEA training and by the teachers when training their coaches.

The lessons follow the teaching sequence of the
Literacy progress units and the Year 9 booster kit: English.

Teaching reading covers both reading for information and reading for meaning with fiction texts. Teaching
writing focuses on composition and effect, text structure and organization, and sentence structure and
punctuation. Reading and writing targets which identify these skills are included as part of the units.

All materials needed to teach the units are provided; for the reading unit, pupils will need to be provided
with a photocopy of the pupil booklet which is included in the unit.

DfES Playing for Success initiative is establishing out of school hours study support centres at football
clubs and other sports’ grounds. 88 top football and other sports’ clubs have signed up to Playing for
Success and 78 have opened centres to date. More information about the initiative can be found on the
website http://www.dfes.gov.uk/playingforsuccess.
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The report of the fourth national, independent evaluation was published on 30 April 2003 and findings were
announced by the Secretary of State, Charles Clarke at the official opening of the Burnley and Preston
North End Centres. The report’s results are based on an independent evaluation by the National
Foundation for Education Research. Key findings from the 4th evaluation are:

e On average primary pupils improved their numeracy scores by an average of 17 months and
secondary by 24 months

e whilst primary pupils’ reading comprehension did not quite reach statistical significance, secondary
pupils’ performance improved by 8 months

e pupils’ ICT skills improved significantly

* pupils made significant progress in their independent study skills and self-image, and parents and
teachers noticed particular improvements in their attitudes to education

e PfS reached its target group of underachieving pupils with improvements regardless of gender,
deprivation, ethnicity or fluency in English

Skills for Life gives all young people and adults an entitlement to free literacy, language and numeracy
courses as well as the opportunity to prepare for new national qualifications, including the National Tests in
Adult Literacy and Numeracy. The tests are set at Level 1 and 2 in the National Qualifications Framework,
equating in pitch and demand to GCSEs grade D-G and A*-C respectively and to the Key Skills in
application of number and communication.

There is a wide variety of courses available, all delivered in a non-patronising, adult appropriate way.

Safeguarding Children - Practice Guidance

The Secretary of State for Health and the Home Secretary published the Victoria Climbi_ Inquiry Report on
28 January. The report highlighted that there was confusion about guidance on aspects of child
protection. Therefore, the Secretary of State for Health promised that within the next three months he
intended to issue new, clearer guidance which would help the one million professional staff dealing with
the safeguarding of Children comply with the Framework for the Assessment of children in Need and their
Families [2000] and Working Together to Safeguard Children [1999].

The Guidance has been prepared jointly by DOH, the Home Office and DFES. The Summary Guidance is
being issued to all schools. The full Practice guidance and the summary guidance are being sent to all
LEAs.

New Guidance on Child Protection

The Department will launch a website in September 2003 providing advice about child protection, and
examples of good practice, in advance of bringing S175 of the Education Act 2002 into force and issuing
new guidance about child protection on 1 April 2004.

Section 175 will require LEAs and governing bodies of maintained schools and FE institutions to ensure
that their responsibilities under the Education Acts are carried out with a view to safeguarding and
promoting the welfare of children, with regard to guidance issued by the Secretary of State. For further
information please contact Lisa Hill on 01325 391169.

The Education (Prohibition from Teaching or Working with Children) Regulations 2003, SI 2003 /1184, came
into force on 1 June. The Regulations include new requirements about reporting cases to the Secretary of
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State for consideration of including a person on List 99.

The requirement to report now extends to all staff and volunteers, including staff employed by contractors
and teacher supply agencies. Reports can be made on grounds of a person's unsuitability to work with
children, or ill health that raises issues of risk to children, as well as on grounds of the person's
misconduct

The General Teaching Council for England (Disciplinary Functions) (Amendment) Regulations 2003 also
came into force on 1 June. They allow the Council, in making a disciplinary order, to attach a condition to
that order which must be complied with before the teacher in question can again become eligible for
registration. The regulations also say that supply agencies must report cases of teacher professional
incompetence to the Council.

The A-Z of School Management and the Government's Guide to the Law will be amended as soon as
possible.

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Devolved Formula Capital

This is a brief reminder that all schools must spend their 2000-01 allocation of DFC by 31 August this
year, as it is not possible to carry this forward any further. If schools are unable to do so, their LEA will be
able to redeploy any unspent funding to address local priorities.

Leading Edge Programme

Teachers will be given opportunities to lead education reform thanks to the newly created Leading Edge
programme. They will be able to collaborate with teachers in other schools so that they can use
outstanding practice and innovation to develop their teaching skills and those of others.

Leading Edge will work by getting schools to form partnerships with one school designated to lead it.
Although the partner schools will all be based in a local area, they will be expected to spread the skills of
their teachers nationally by working with the Department for Education and Skills' Innovation Unit.

This should lead to system-wide reform through teachers developing and sharing innovative practices.

Broughton Hall High School and Technology College in Liverpool, is one of the first creating a Leading
Edge partnership with eight other schools in the city.

Ged Murphy, its headteacher, said: "This will involve us building on the collaborative work we have done
already for pupil development through being a Technology College. It will also allow us to provide training
for our staff and those in other schools".

More than 100 Leading Edge partnerships have been created so far with more likely to follow in the future.
The schools leading the partnerships will build on a proven track record of work with collaborative learning
partnerships, evidence of innovation and research as well as high quality school-based learning.

Curriculum Online - £100 million funding for eLearning Credits in 2003-2004

£100 million is being given to schools for the 2003-2004 financial year to buy Curriculum Online certified
digital learning materials. The rule of thumb is that each institution will receive £1,000 plus about £10 for
each pupil (to supplement the money schools already spend on content) funding has been extended to all
maintained nursery schools and nursery classes within maintained primary schools.

eLC funding continues to be distributed through Standards Fund Grant 618 by education authorities,
authorities must pass all of the money to schools by 16 June 2003, which must be spent by 31 August
2004. There is also £100 million for each of the next two financial years bringing total eLC funding to £330
million. Last year’s eLCs must be spent by 31 August 2003

Consistent Financial Reporting Guidance on Capital Spend

The Secretary of State announced on 15 May 2003 measures to address unacceptable pressures on
school budgets. These included that devolved formula capital allocations for 2003-2004 can in certain
exceptional circumstances be used by schools to meet recurrent costs.
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We now need to start capturing this type of expenditure within the CFR framework. As this is only a one
year initiative we propose to use the existing framework with a slight modification. There is already the
mechanism in place for capitalising revenue budget share and therefore we propose to make use of this
mechanism in the opposite direction to move capital to revenue.

For the year 2003-2004, when a school decides to use its devolved formula capital allocations to fund
recurrent (revenue) costs then it should record this in the CFR framework as follows.

For example: A school wants to spend an additional £10,000 on teaching staff from its capital budget.
They need to take out the income from the capital side and move it into the revenue side Cl04 -£10,000,
show the capital moving into the revenue side E30 -£10,000, record the expenditure in the relevant revenue
expenditure codes E01 — E29 (teaching staff expenditure).

We are looking into changing the validation rules on the above mentioned codes to accommodate a
negative figure on the LEA intermediary software for release in October 2003.

CRB Disclosure — New Staff

If you are appointing new staff for the autumn school term, remember to apply for their CRB Disclosure in
good time. Although the average turnaround time for Disclosures is now five weeks, you should not hold
back Disclosure applications once you have made your recruitment decision.

It's not necessary to ask new staff, who have obtained a Disclosure since March 2002, to apply for a
further Disclosure, but you will need to get proof of their Disclosure from their previous employer. You
should always ask staff to apply for a Disclosure if they are taking up a post with a significantly greater
responsibility for children or if you have concerns about their suitability to work with children.

DfES will continue to run a List 99 checking service (also available through most LEAs), so that staff can
take up post while they are waiting for their Disclosure application to be processed.

Freedom of Information
www.informationcommissioner.qgov.uk/noticetoschools.html
Schools need do nothing at present

The Freedom of Information Act 2000 was introduced to promote greater openness and accountability
across the public sector. The Act comes into force in stages, with full implementation by 1 January 2005.

Maintained schools will have new responsibilities under the Act, but we are taking steps to keep the
impact on school workloads to an absolute minimum.

All public authorities covered by the Act are required to adopt a ‘publication scheme’. This is a document
which describes the information they routinely publish. The Department for Education and Skills is leading
a working group to develop an appropriate model scheme, or schemes, for schools across England and
Wales and to get approval for them from the Information Commissioner. The Department for Education in
Northern Ireland is taking a similar lead for NI schools.

The focus of this work is on categories (‘classes’) of information that schools already publish. A FOI
consultation with the DfES will ensure that any extra work for schools is kept to an absolute minimum.

Once approved, schools will simply need to formally adopt the appropriate model scheme and, from 29th
February next year, publish information in accordance with it.

The Information Commissioner is the independent body set up to oversee and enforce the Freedom of
Information Act, and the Data Protection Act.
